The following are some thoughts from Scriptures on the Anti-christ,
the Beast, the Lawless One, the Little Horn:

(New Testament verses are from the NIV; the 0ld Testament verses are
from the NAS)

*And the devil, who deceived them, was thrown alive into the lake of
burning sulfur, where the beast and the false prophet had been thrown.
They will be tormented day and night forever and ever.

*Jesus answered,'" Watch out that no one deceives you. For many will
come in my name, claiming 'I am the Christ', and will deceive many.

So when you see the abomination that causes desolation standing in
the holy place, spoken through the prophet Daniel-...

At that time if anyone says to you, 'Look, here is the Christ!' or,
'There he is!', do not believe it. For false Christs and false prophets
will appear and perform great signs and miracles to deceive even the
elect— if that were possible.”

*But mark this: There will be terrible times in the last days. People
will be lovers of themselves, lovers of money, boastful, proud, abusive,
disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, without love, unfor-
giving, slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not lovers of the good,
treacherous, rash, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of
God-having a form of godliness but denying its power. Have nothing to
do with them,

*Who is the liar? It is the man who denies that Jesus is the Christ.
Such a man is the anti-christ-he denies the Father and the Son.

This is how you can recognize the Spirit of God: Every spirit that
acknowledges that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God, but
every spirit that does not acknowledge Jesus is not from God. This is the
spirit of the anti-christ, which you have hear is coming and even now
is already in the world.

Many deceivers, who do not acknowledge that Jesus Christ has come in
the flesh, have gone out into the world. Any such person is the deceiver
and the anti-christ.
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
